
How to leverage the RSS feed on Pack214.com 
 

Navigate to the home page with your favorite browser. In the navigation bar you will see an orange 

visual indicator that the RSS feed is available.

*Google Chrome does not have a visual indicator in the address bar. 

On page itself, there is an icon at the News heading as well. 

 

Clicking on the icon indicator will subscribe to the Pack 214 News Feed and you can determine how you 

will want to manage the subscription. 

For example, by default the Firefox Mozilla browser will leverage its Live Bookmark feature and display 

new entries as they post within the browser tool bar. 



The Apple Safari browser acknowledges the RSS feed and subscription is possible. 

Microsoft’s Internet Explorer will present you with an option to subscribe to the feed. 

 

 

All applications will periodically check to see any updates have been made to the feed and update the 

application. 

Once subscribed the application can be alert the user as updates are detected. 

The most useful option is found in modern mail clients which can subscribe to feeds within the 

application and present notifications just like incoming mail alerts.
